ARTICLE VII
Badge and Gun at Retirement
1) An officer who honorably retires after a minimum often consecutive years,
immediately preceding his/her retirement from the City of Cedar Park Police
Department, shall be awarded a retirement badge and his/her duty handgun, under the
following conditions:
2) A formal transfer of ownership shall occur, so that the CITY disclaims all
responsibility and liability for the retiree's use of the duty handgun. If requested by
the CITY, the retiree shall execute a waiver of liability;
3) The retiree shall not hold himself/herself out to be an active Cedar Park Police
Officer;
4) "Honorably Retire" means that an officer retired in good standing, as determined by
the Chief of Police, and was not under investigation at the tune of retirement, or the
allegation was not sustained after retirement.
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
